Düsseldorf, the English and Welsh National Operas, the Vlaamse Opera in Antwerp and Ghent and the 
Wexford, Vienna Klangboden and Casals Festivals. 
 
In October 2002 he sang in a Verdi-Gala as part of the birthday celebrations for Luciano Pavarotti which 
was broadcast on television throughout central Europe. He has appeared in many radio and television 
broadcasts during his career.

Born in Northern Ireland of Italian descent, he studied in Belfast with James Shaw before entering the 
Royal Northern College of Music to study with the late Frederic Cox. Whilst at the RNCM he was awarded 
the Vaughn Williams/Frederic Cox Award and the Ricordi Prize for Opera. Grants from the Royal Opera 
Covent Garden, English National Opera and the Arts Council of Northern Ireland enabled him to continue 
his studies at the National Opera Studio in London. 
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
